David DeGroote- Role of COSE in the 2010 SCSU Work Plan

Distributed draft of SCSU’s FY2010 Work Plan (note: final version will be posted on the COSE website after submitted to office of chancellor). 
A work plan is submitted to the Chancellor’s Office annually, but in the past it may not have been disseminated to faculty.  DeGroote hopes to engage more faculty and discussed the five categories, four of which were determined in Spring ’08.  
-Integrated Student Experience should be more than just spending time in the classroom.

-Discussed importance of First Year Experience (FYE) program and how changes can make it more successful
-At the end of the day, we want to graduate well trained, competent SCSU students that are employed in the area of their degree

-Help SCSU become a member of the community, not isolated

-Bush Foundation decided to stop parceling out small grants and has a major interest to increase effectiveness of teachers, both elementary and secondary.  17 universities (including SCSU) from MN, SD, and ND were selected to participate in training 25,000 highly effective teachers by 2019.  50% of students from high schools will be prepared for college.  Bush is investing $800 million over 10 years.  Largest initiative of its kind.  The Board of Teaching and legislature will need to make changes so they do not inhibit educational opportunities.  

-By Spring of 2012, we are to graduate 40 STEM licensed teachers.  Last year we graduated 17.

-Develop better relations with 2-year community colleges (CC’s).  CC’s have seen double digit increases in enrollment.  Many faculty from 2-year CC’s encourage their students to attend the UofMN; we need them to encourage students to attend SCSU.  

-Master’s in Information Assurance 
-Grad Center—other ways we can market ourselves—increase our reputation here and in the twin cities.  

-Health sciences strategy

-Sustainability-ETS and Kurt Helgeson

-ISELF-Continue planning

DeGroote heard that some survey last year showed that 50% of SCSU faculty would not send their children to school here.  That is unfortunate.  Share the good news about SCSU and be proud of it.

-Program Appraisal

-Does STEM include Technology Education?  Need rational structure. NSF defines STEM by CIP Code.  No secondary licensure program qualifies as STEM because of CIP Code listing.-Develop real P-12 partners.  The Science Express Lab is doing it today.

-McKenna stated no involvement from District 742 in our Science Fair.  

-The instructor structure in K-12 is broken.  Bush group is discussing.  Need more seamless transition from K-12 to higher education.  

-Program appraisal should help

-Students needs more science, and courses need substance, less pedagogy

-Discussion on data used in program appraisal: Unduplicated headcount vs. duplicated headcount quality/trend analysis/What is the metric?! (Besides $5-7.5 million in final savings)
