-Slight increase of international students. Where do they come from? All over the world! Equally male and female, youngest is 16 oldest is 74. 17% are first generation, 1600 graduate students, median age for undergrads is 21. 76 is our oldest graduate student. 
-More women grad students than men. Retention, difference of cohort students we pay attention to. Increase in academic profile in new entering students. Credit taking behavior is kind of alarming.
- Need 15 each semester, goes down the longer they are here. Predicting new entering freshmen class, 30 credits equivalent to one full time student.
